FOLLOWING CHRIST

· 12- those small groups (specific to age/gender…) go on retreats, meets at least weekly, mentors who grew up in this church, ready to talk about real-life issues

· 9-bring back the short-term mega (or small) projects that the entire church worked on (e.g. phonebooks)

· 3-more fellowship activities on 1 sat night per month (dinner, movie, theatre, party at someone’s house like progressive dinner)

· 2-Sunday school classes – need leader for young adult class and activities

· 2- I follow Christ best when enrolled in a comprehensive bible study aka Disciple (I,II,III,IV), “Companions In Christ”….would like long-term bible study that meets during school hours.

· 2-strengthen Sunday school by getting a superintendent, recruiting teachers, offering short-term studies, communication

· 2- small group discussion – bible or book – with regular meeting and regular accountability to apply my “head knowledge” to my heart and daily life

· 1-set up role-playing to train members how to spread the “Good News”

· 1-Sunday school classes seem to be at wrong time

· 1-Sunday school class with bible study focus and with little homework – led by knowledgeable professional (like the pastor) start early enough to finish by 9:35 so the choir can attend all of class

· 1-adult Sunday school so Sunday teachers can attend school

· 1-Women’s Circles – all times

· 1-Visit elderly and sick at home through an organized group.  Track visitations to ensure we don’t miss someone

· 1-I’d love to do a study group on Sunday evenings about “the Shack”

· 1-church-wide bible study (mix up the classes?)

· 1-potlucks with programs that can appeal to others in the community and then publicize them in local press, etc. 

· 1- youth want to be here – not made to be here

· 1-small groups – opportunities to get involved for parents with young children (with childcare or involving the children)

· 1- adult mentors to youth

· 1-parents night out

· 1-communication for everything offered in AC

· One on one sessions with the pastor

· Married couple counseling sessions with pastor

· Small groups for young adults 

· Go out for meetings – restaurants or starbucks – food attracts youth

· Consider 11 am for Sunday school if services at 10 am

· Meet other couples to share fellowship and discussion -Friday

· Small groups are key for community and fellowship, provides ability to blend in and find an interest most of us came as casual person when invited to join or help out. 

· Dedicated leader for activities and projects

· Full-time youth group leader

· Sunday school teacher training - What do we need to cover @ each grade level? Check curriculum.  Does the district have someone to provide training or is there a course? We could send someone who will train the rest of the group

· Annual Lenten book studies

· Annual or bi-annual church-wide book study – John would lead this

· Adult Sunday school with extra seats for room for me

· Camping revivals for the youth separated by jr/sr high

· Study groups in Sunday school or otherwise that keep children and teens (mine) engaged

· Training ops (dealing with kids) for teachers together

· Fellowship and growth time for SS teachers outside of SS (spiritual renewal)

· Agree with bible study and similar studies – need different times.  Also need better communication (the Lenten study was poorly communicated)

· Adult classes on contemporary topics.

· Service projects

· Unify the music ministries so there is more involvement on morning service

· Set up regular pastor visitations where he can schedule meetings with families to hear their needs.

· Youth groups (Sunday night) more structured but not uber (over) organized
