· 7-contemporary early service –or other day than Sunday

· 7- Worship/Sunday school 10/11 or vice versa

· 5- once confirmed in church, youth handling job such as cashier, usher, liturgist

· 5- family church retreat for weekend somewhere away with activities for family and by age or topic to get involved with church

· 4-more challenging sermons that make me work harder at my relationship with Christ

· 4-Outreach to our own members and town

· 3-ways of getting my children enthusiastic about involvement

· 3- Open prayer in worship

· 2-Adult retreat at, for example, UMC facilities in Va; our table group all expressed Spiritual, prayer, bible study-oriented (“top of the mountain” experiences and retreats can be great for this (bring people together in a spiritual, but fun and away from the hubbub situation) other age-oriented (e.g. high school) retreats as well
